Antonia 
Adezio, 
speaker at 
this months 
meeting is 
president of 
the Garden 

Conservancy, the nation’s first 
organization dedicated to pro-
tecting and preserving Ameri-
can gardens. 

Antonia helped establish the 
Garden Conservancy in 1989 
to safeguard the country’s 
most exceptional gardens. To-
day, she is president of the 
5,000-member organization 
with staff on both coasts, and 
the Garden Conservancy is 
considered to be the foremost 
protector of landscape 
heritage in the United 
States. 

Over the past 20 years, the 
Garden Conservancy has 
helped more than 90 ex-
ceptional gardens in the 
United States survive and 
prosper. Among them are 
the gardens of Alcatraz.  

She has dedicated herself to im-
proving the environment by 
working in management and 
fundraising consultation with nu-
merous nonprofit groups.  In 
1987, while on staff at the New 
York City Wave Hill public gar-
den, Antonia met Frank Cabot, a 
passionate gardener and philan-
thropist who she calls “a man of 
great ideas and enthusiasm”. 
Cabot told her as many as two-
thirds of the country’s landmark 
gardens, which had been care-
fully tended for decades, some-
times over several generations, 
were already in ruin. 

“I knew that something must be 
done,” Antonia said, “and if 
Frank were involved it would 

happen”. 

Two years later, 
Cabot founded the 
nation’s first organi-
zation dedicated to 
protecting and pre-
serving American 
gardens, and hired 
Antonia.
