tools. Some of this
creative talent may
have been focused
and influenced by a
degree in illustration
from the Laguna
College of Art and
Design. She has
applied this learning
as a landscape de-
signer and plan il-
lustrator.

She worked as a
landscape designer
and general plant
‘geek’ at Silver
Creek Nursery in Ir-
vine for over 5
years. Currently she
